I. Core Basic Information
• Implementing Body: Commissioned by the Ministry of Education, organized and administered by the China Scholarship Council (CSC).
• First Test Date: December 21, 2025 (Beijing Time). Registration opens in November 2025.
• Regular Test Schedule: Starting from 2026, the test will be held five times a year — in January, March, April, June, and December.
• Official Information Channel: Official website: (www.csca.cn.) , all announcements regarding registration, schedules, and test centers will be released through this channel.
• Test Format: Initially conducted online (home-based); in later stages, offline test centers will be established in major source countries.

II. Target Candidates (Key Focus)

III. Test Subjects
(1) Professional Chinese (only “Chinese for Humanities” is required)
• Applicable Situation: Applicants for Chinese-taught undergraduate programs at East China University of Political Science and Law (ECUPL) must take the Chinese for Humanities test.
• Exemptions: 
Applicants for English-taught undergraduate programs are not required to take the Professional Chinese test.
Applicants for the Chinese Language major who provide a valid HSK Level 4 score report are exempted from the Professional Chinese test.

(2) Basic Subjects
• Compulsory Subject: Mathematics — required for all undergraduate applicants. It assesses basic academic knowledge and logical thinking ability, regardless of the applicant’s intended major.


(3) Test Language
The Mathematics paper is available in both Chinese and English, and candidates may choose according to the language of instruction for their intended program.
